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2016 CLUB SEATING TERMS & CONDITIONS

GRANT OF CLUB SEAT: Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in the 2016 Club Seat
Agreement, fans shall have the privilege and right to use the number of Club Seat(s) at the Henry
Biesiot Activities Center (BAC) in the sections and rows described on the club seat agreement form
signed by Club Seat Holder with full payment.

TERM:

The 2016 club seat term is for the duration of the 2016 football season (includes any playoff games)
commencing on August 27, 2016 and terminating on November 30, 2016, unless terminated by mutual
consent at an earlier date by the club seat holder and the DSU/BAC.

RENEWAL.:

Following November 30, 2016, the BAC will notify each club seat holder of the option to renew their
seat(s) for the 2017 season. Club seat holders shall have thirty days after communication to exercise
their option of renewal. If they do not exercise the option to renew, the BAC shall be free to sell the
seat(s) to another fan.

CLUB SEAT PACKAGE AMOUNT:
In 2016, only Blue Hawk club seat packages will be sold. A Blue Hawk club seat season package is
$100/seat.

PAYMENT OPTIONS:
Club seat packages must be paid in full. We accept cash, check, and credit card payments.

RIGHTS AND PRIVILEGES:

A. Access to Club Seat: Club seat holders will have access to their designated reserved seat at all
2016 regular season Blue Hawk football games (including any playoff games). At practices,
scrimmages, and any non-Blue Hawk football game, club seats will not be sold and will be available
on a “first come first served basis.” On game day, club seats can be utilized by other Blue Hawk
fans with permission from the club seat holder and by showing the appropriate ticket upon entering
the club seating area.

B. General admission: General admission tickets are included in the purchase of a 2016 Blue Hawk
club seat package. The value of the general admission ticket is $10.



C. Regulations:

1. Club seat holders are expected to sit in their designated seat, show their ticket to an usher
before entering the club seating area, be respectful to all fans, and promote good
sportsmanship.

2. Exiting and re-entering the BAC during a football game is permitted provided that you have
your club seat ticket, general admission ticket stub, or hand stamp. Club Seat Holders that
exit the facility and return without the appropriate ticket or hand stamp will be required to
purchase another general admission ticket.

3. Alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, sunflower seeds, and outside food and beverages
are not permitted in the BAC club seats. During Blue Hawk games, alcoholic beverages
are ONLY permitted in the designated tailgating area and private luxury suites.

4. The following items are prohibited at the BAC: firearms, illegal substances, coolers, cans,
bottles, glass containers, pets (certified service animals for fans with disabilities are
welcome), flag poles, sign poles, brooms (or any other similar props that may be dangerous
or cause injury to fans), and inappropriate costumes or clothing that may be deemed
offensive.

5. The use of cell phones, pagers, cameras, and video cameras are permitted, as long as
their use does not interfere with fans’ enjoyment of the game. Such equipment cannot be
used to reproduce the game.

6. Any fan that directly or indirectly interferes with the enjoyment of the game will be promptly
ejected from the BAC and may be subject to arrest and prosecution by the City of Dickinson
Police Department. Fans are also reminded that anyone observed with offensive articles
included signs, shirts, hats, etc. may be asked to remove/discard such materials. Failure to
comply with such a request will result in immediate ejection from the facility. The BAC will
make every effort to ensure socially acceptable behavior in order to allow fans to enjoy the
game.

7. Interfering or attempting to interfere with the game in play or throwing an object onto the

playing field is strictly prohibited and will result in ejection and/or prosecution. Any fan going

onto the playing field (except for after the conclusion of the game to congratulate/meet with
the coaches and players), will be ejected from the facility and subject to possible arrest.

DSU and the BAC and does not condone misbehavior of any kind.

Failure to comply with the aforementioned regulations may result in termination of the 2016

club seat agreement. All club seat sales are final. Club seat packages are not refundable.
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ADDITIONAL GAME DAY INFORMATION:

A. The BAC will make every effort to preserve a family-friendly atmosphere and ensure that all fans
enjoy the game. Ushers and security staff are located throughout the BAC on game day. Any fan in
need of assistance is asked to speak with such personnel, or call 701-483-1918.

B. There is one (1) ATM machine located in the Lowman-Walton Concourse next to the concession
stand. Credit cards are accepted in the ticket booth and at the concession stand.

C. An Automated External Defibrillator (AED) is located in the Lowman-Walton Concourse next to the
fire extinguisher.

D. Smoking and Tobacco Use is prohibited on the campus of DSU and in all areas of the BAC.
